Biological Hazards Project
· Goals: To become familiar with one of the common biological hazards and to share that information with the class in a presentation. 

· Timeline: You will have class days to work on your project.

· Grading: Your group will be graded using the rubric on the back of this paper.

· Instructions:

· You will be assigned a common biological hazard.
· Working in a group of 2, you will research your condition and create a presentation that you will share with the class via gallery walk presentation. 

· You should create a PowerPoint, Prezi, poster, or brochure. 
· Presentations must be approximately 5 minutes long. Presentations will be via gallery walk. 
· You MUST use bullets on your visual aids. NO SENTENCES ALLOWED!
· You many use note cards during the presentation if you wish, but your goal is to become an expert on your hazard. Reading from your cards will result in a grade reduction. 
· Your presentation should include (at bare minimum) the name, description, affected population, treatment, and pictures of your biological hazard. You should also include any other interesting information or necessary explanations of your hazard. Information about current research regarding your hazard should be easy to find. 
· Each group member must document what he/she contributed towards the project (contribution log). 
· Your presentation MUST include at least 3 pictures. Don’t forget to cite your images on your reference page. 

· You must have at least 3 references. You can use your textbook as one reference. I suggest searching journals on Galileo through GTHS’s library. You may also find journal articles by searching www.scholar.google.com. 

· You MUST include a reference page in MLA or APA format. For help with MLA or APA formatting, consult http://owl.english.purdue.edu/. Or, you could ask your favorite English teacher. ( 

· Save your files so that you can access them without inserting anything into the classroom computer (email, Dropbox, etc).
· Topics: Pneumonia, whooping cough, cholera, dysentery, measles, malaria, tetanus, Chagas’ disease, leishmaniasis
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
