Kingdom Taxonomy Project

Organisms are categorized into 6 kingdoms based on certain characteristics. Scientists look at morphology (their structure), DNA, habitats, etc in order to place organisms into the correct Kingdom. Formats:

Website – you can use your google account for this
Newscast –must be able to include the organism pictures, not just talk about them
Infographic (like a large poster, but online)  (Pictochart)
Comic Strip (there are ways to make these online, powtoon, etc)
Your Own suggestion?  Must have teacher’s approval.  NO POWER POINTS.
